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Dear readers and authors of the Russian Journal of Criminology!

Criminology Journal, founded by Baikal State University, has changed its name and starting
with this issue is titled the Russian Journal of Criminology.

There are several reasons for renaming. First, the journal is included into the international
bibliographic database SCOPUS and onto the list of scientific publications of the Higher Attestation
Commission of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation. In its 10 years
of existence, it has gained wide popularity both in Russia and abroad. Over the last years, it has
confidently been gaining places in the third quartile of scientific publications of the SCOPUS
database, and its citation index dynamics gives it an opportunity to get to the second quartile. This
is the number one task the editorial board has set. That is why the requirements for articles have
become much stricter.

The second reason for renaming is that the journal steers a course to connect criminology
with criminal law practice and criminal procedure practice, that is why we have invited to our
renewed editorial board such well-known theoreticians of criminology as Yuri M. Antonyan, Nikita
G. lvanov, Boris A. Spasennikov, and also professionals who have worked for many years in the
sphere of crime prevention. We are very grateful to the Chairman of the Investigative Committee
of the Russian Federation Alexander I. Bastrykin for his agreement to join the editorial board of the
journal. Among the new members of the board is Professor Alexander F. Moscovtsev, who has been
teaching the courses «Shadow Economy» and «Special Aspects of Economic Crime Investigation»
at the Higher Investigations School of the Ministry of Internal Affairs (Volgograd).

The new name is also determined by expansion of scientific ties of the Russian Federation
with the CIS countries. Criminologists from the former USSR countries are among our authors,
and we want our journal to strengthen its positions as the gravity centre for researches of the
CIS countries. We want the journal to be the place where they can exchange scientific ideas and
share their experience of fighting crime, promoting mutual understanding and active cooperation.
| also note with appreciation that such renowned specialists in criminology as llgam M. Ragimov
(the Republic of Azerbaijan), Serjik S. Avetisyan (the Republic of Armenia), Aleksei I. Lukashov (the
Republic of Belarus) have become international members of our editorial council.

Lastly, the journal got to a whole new level when Baikal State University and the Russian
Law Academy of the Ministry of Justice of the Russian Federation signed the agreement
on cooperation, and under the terms of this agreement there are prospects to organize and
complement academic pursuits in the field of criminology, done by classical universities and
leading specialized universities of our country. That is why Olga |. Aleksandrova, Rector of the
Russian Law Academy of the Ministry of Justice of the Russian Federation, was unanimously
nominated Chief Editor of the journal.

De facto, the journal has become a Russian national edition. Authors from practically all major
cities and research centres of Russia publish their works here. The Russian Journal of Criminology,
founded by one of the leading universities of Baikal Region and whose Chief Editor is the rector
of the leading specialized university in Russia, is a unique phenomenon that deserves support of
both the Russian and international scientific community. | have no doubt that the Russian Journal
of Criminology will get this support, and the editorial council and the authors will continue to
contribute to the development of international and Russian science.
