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Abstract. Criminal (including criminal law) policy is an integral part of the general
state policy determined by clauses of the Constitution, constitutional law, other Fed-
eral laws, strategies, concepts and plans of political, economic, social, cultural or oth-
er development of the country approved by the President of the Russian Federation.
Criminal policy strictly follows the general political course of the country; it should be
purpose-driven, stable, socially and scientifically valid. Any interference in the current
legislation that is not supported by real needs, is not scientifically substantiated and
does not agree with the real resources of the society and the state could have a great
negative effect on the development of public relations instead of the desired positive
one. The author of the article warns against the ill-conceived interference of lawmak-
ers in the current criminal legislation, which is dictated by criminal law ambitions. He
uses two specific examples to illustrate the possibility of negative consequences in
the cases when insufficiently worked—through legislative initiatives are implement-
ed. The information suggests that if draft laws introduced by the Supreme Court of
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the Russian Federation are approved, it will somewhat reduce the level of registered
crime, but it will also interrupt the systemic character of the criminal cycle legislation
even more and will give rise to additional problems in law enforcement.

The doctrine estimates that contemporary Russian criminal law policy is in a criti-
cal condition. The analysis of contemporary draft laws reveals the practice of insuf-
ficiently justified interference in current legislation, which leads to its even deeper de-
systematization. In this connection, it is suggested that if such interference continues

to be dictated not by the criminal policy considerations, but rather by the criminal
law ambitions of lawmakers, the danger that the RF Criminal Code will stop being a
systematized normative legal act will become a real one.
