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Abstract. The paper presents the results of a study of social and psychological
characteristics of male adolescents aged 16—17 convicted to punishments without
isolation from society and registered in the Criminal Punishment Inspection of the
Russian Federal Penitentiary Service for Novosibirsk Region.

The study consisted of two stages. At the first stage the authors examined the
documentation from the affiliate of Criminal Punishment Inspection of the Russian
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Federal Penitentiary Service for Novosibirsk Region in the city of Kuibyshev and
the Kuibyshev District. They carried out a statistical analysis of different social and
psychological characteristics of convicts (number of guilty verdicts, educational level,
etc.). At the second stage the authors conducted psychological tests using the following
methods: Eysenck’s express diagnostics, Leonhard’s questionnaire, picture association
test, «Fictional animal’s picture» method, Szondi’s test, self-evaluation test.

The research was based on such methods as literature analysis, observation, testing,
interview, statistical and graphic processing of experimental data.

The results obtained though the research of male adolescents aged 16—17 convicted
to criminal law punishments without isolation from society allowed the authors to
compile their social and psychological portrait. Besides, the authors show that social
desadaptation is the primary risk factor of committing a crime. Most adolescents
(72 %) had only one conviction, 23 % were convicted to a second punishment, and
2,5 % correspondingly already had two and three convictions. The highest number of
adolescents belong to the hyperthymic type, characterized by high spirits and vitality,
unreserved activity and thirst for communication, a tendency to be disorganized and
never finish what one has started. The adolescents also demonstrate alow self-esteem,
infantilism, verbal aggression and egocentrism. Most of them are characterized by
destructive tendencies, asocial actions, anxiety and an inclination to alcohol abuse.
At the same time, while evaluating themselves, the adolescent convicts overestimate
their mental abilities, attractiveness and especially their physical strength and health.
Thus the obtained results could be a basis for individual psychological corrective
work with adolescent convicts and their parents with the goal of correction and,
