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Abstract. Counteracting criminal conduct of officials, primarily, the crimes of corrup-
tion, remains an urgent issue which requires a further study and the development of
targeted measures of general and specific prevention. A considerable part of the com-
plex of official malfeasances is, as it is well-known, the abuse of official position pros-
ecuted under Art. 285 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation. The punishment
of the deprivation of liberty, provided in the alternative sanction of this Article, has
remained unchanged in the active criminal legislation for over 20 years. At the same
time, the necessity of modernizing contemporary criminal legislation of the Russian
Federation in the sphere of counteracting abuse of official position is determined by
its evident ineffectiveness. The authors conduct a comparative axiological analysis of
earlier and contemporary Russian criminal legislation from the standpoint of liability for
official malfeasances. In addition to the historic experience of enforcing this norm, the
authors also examine the international experience. The scope of this research includes
the Criminal Code of France. It is not an accident that the authors chose to study the ex-
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perience of this country in determining liability for the abuse of official position. Russian
and French legislations have similar principles and institutions and share key conceptual
ideas. The basis of this research is the calculation of the safety index, viewed as one of
the juridical instruments offering the possibility to ensure that sentences are propor-
tional to crimes and that laws are applied consistently. Using the generalized analysis of
the normative legal base of the Russian Federation, France, different theoretical views
and the authors’ own ideas, they present a number of suggestions on the improved
definition of the constituent elements of the crime under Art. 285 of the Criminal Code
of the Russian Federation, whose essence (in a generalized form) is laid out in this paper.
