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Abstract. The novels of Russian law make it possible to discuss the development
of a new area of criminology — probational criminology. The potential effective-
ness of probation is connected with the results of identifying personal features of
convicts on executive probation. The analysis of this category of persons allows
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the authors to conclude that, based on the key criminologically relevant param-
eters, their personalities do not have any significant differences compared to an
“average” personality of a modern Russian criminal. The authors use data from
193 personal cases of convicts on executive probation to study the criminological
features of six categories of probationers: those with conditional sentences, pa-
rolees, those with a postponement of punishment, those sentenced to obligatory
work, corrective work, and the limitation of liberty. The analysis of these catego-
ries of probationers demonstrated that they differ in their levels of public danger
and social dis-adaptation, the highest of which is typical for parolees. Convicts
with conditional sentences are much less dangerous. The examined indices in-
cluded gender, age, marital status, number of children, educational level, employ-
ment prior to conviction, previous offence and the type of this offence. Special
attention was paid to the measures carried out as part of executive probation.
The features that the probationers mention as most relevant for repeat offences
are marital status, unemployment, level of education, which only act as a com-
plex. A desire to change their life was recognized as an important factor. In spite
of a relatively small volume of data, the authors concluded that probationers are
less likely to commit repeat offences then convicts in general. Probation cannot
be improved without the unification of social, medical and psychological mecha-
nisms of impact, attention to the personality features of convicts, and individual
support for convicts on probation.
